One of the major new functions resulting from the
TCOLE Sunset process is a new public-facing
online application that makes “licensee service
reports” available without having to submit a
public information request.

PUBLIC LICENSE LOOKUP HAS OFFICIALLY LAUNCHED

THE LICENSEE SERVICE REPORT LOOKUP HAS OFFICIALLY LAUNCHED

Licensee service reports include training records, training compliance status, and
license issuance date. Importantly, much like the personal status report that has
long been a commonly requested document, absolutely no private or personal
identifying information is included.

The application includes the service reports for all Texas peace officers, jailers,
and telecommunicators who hold or have held a TCOLE license.

An account is required to begin a search. Below is a screenshot of the login
screen where you can create an account, or login. You will be able to search by
licensee name department, license type, and/or service dates.

As an additional layer of security, the statute creating this feature included a
process for excluding peace officers involved in undercover operations or other
active sensitive operations from the public-facing search. Requests for exclusion
are submitted to the TCOLE Executive Director and reviewed for approval. The
request form can be found under Forms and Applications on the TCOLE website.

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ANNUAL REPORTING

ANNUAL RACIAL PROFILING REPORT

Each year from January 1 — March 1, all law enforcement agencies are required to submit
their Annual Racial Profiling Report. Agencies will be asked a few extra questions this
upcoming reporting period, beginning January 2025.

Before you start your annual report, your agency will be asked the following simple
questions:
e Verify your Chief Administrator's name
e Select the implementation status that best describes your agency’s compliance with
the approaching changes to TCOLE Rule 21116, regarding law enforcement agency
standards.
e Complete the attestation with your name and date. (see below)

What is the purpose of these questions?

The addition of these new questions serves two purposes:

e Educate law enforcement agencies of their new requirements. While most LEAs are
aware of the new requirements, we still encounter agencies that are not aware of the
rule change. The annual report provides information about the rule, summarizes the
requirements, and references the rule language.

e Gauge where TCOLE should focus resources. The annual report serves as a survey to
gauge how many agencies are already compliant, and how many are still working on
meeting the requirements. Reporting compliance status as “Additional support
needed” will prompt support from a TCOLE Field Service Agent. The rule does not go
into effect until September 1, 2025.
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EDUCATION SERVICES
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Elementary Educational Outreach Training (4203) is designed to share best practices
for peace officers to engage youth in a way that will promote positive interactions
between children and law enforcement.

Analyzing Missing Persons Investigations (3276) is a voluntary advanced missing
persons course.

Training providers have 60 days from the day the course was published on the TCOLE
website to implement changes.

The Basic Missing and Exploited Children (3275) is now a minimum 8-hour course. The
new Basic Missing and Exploited Persons course was published on 05/17/24. Training
providers must be teaching the new content. This course also replaced the existing Basic
Missing and Exploited Children chapter in the Basic Peace Officer Course and was
published on 08/12/24. Training academies must implement the new content by 01/01/25.
Please note, the name of the course has changed but the reporting name in TCLEDDS
remains the same.

The new Instructor Resource Guide for Trauma-Informed Approach (4070) was
published 08/06/24. All training providers must implement the new content by 10/05/24.
Education Services is currently developing the online version of this course.

The Sexual Assault Family Violence chapter in the Basic Peace Officer Course has been
updated. The new content was published on 08/12/24. Training academies must
implement the new content by 01/01/25.

The new Instructor Resource Guide for Cultural Diversity (3939) was published 07/23/24.
Training providers must implement the new content by 09/23/24. Education Services is
currently developing the online version of this course.

The Intermediate Use of Force (2107) is now a minimum 16-hour course. The Instructor

Resource Guide was published 07/08/24. All training providers must implement the new
content as of 09/05/24.

Generally, licensing courses may only be taught by Law Enforcement
Academies. However, exceptions were made in the past to help meet the high
demand for some of our licensing courses.

The Basic County Corrections licensing course may be taught by County
Sheriff's Offices with an approved addendum to their training contract.
The Basic Telecommunicators licensing course may be taught by a
contractual training provider with an approved addendum to their training
contract.

Training rosters submitted outside these parameters will not be approved.

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ALERRT TRAINING

The passage of Senate Bill 1852 requires all peace officers to attend ALERRT Level 1 training at
least once prior to 8/31/2027. Courses which will satisfy this requirement include #3311, #3313, and
train-the-trainer #3315. This new law also requires that every peace officer attain 16 hours of
ALERRT training every two years going forward.

Peace officers who have previously completed course #3311, #3313, or #3315 and have at least
one of these courses documented on their TCOLE training record do not need to repeat ALERRT
Level 1 training; however, they must take at least 16 hours of ALERRT training during this 2-year
training unit before 8/31/2025. Courses which will satisfy the 16-hour requirement are included in
the approved list below.

Peace officers who do NOT have course #3311, #3313, or #3315 documented on their TCOLE
training record are encouraged to complete course #3311 during this current training unit prior to
8/31/2025 as their 16-hour continuing education requirement if at all possible. If not completed
during this training unit, they MUST have completed #3311 prior to 8/31/2027 in accordance with
Senate Bill 1852.

ALERRT LEVEL 1 REPORTING OPTIONS

An officer completes ALERRT Level 1 through The ALERRT Training Center in San
Marcos.

How is the training reported? Since the training was completed through The
ALERRT Training Center as a ‘direct training’, ALERRT will report the training for all
officers completing the training.

An officer completes ALERRT Level 1 through a Contract Training Provider. A
contract training provider is, as defined in TCOLE Rule 211.]((?)(17), a law
enforcement agency or academy, a law enforcement association, alternative
delivery trainer, distance education, academic alternative, or proprietary training
provider that conducts specific education and training under a contract with the
commission.

How is the training reported? Since the training was completed through a
Contract Training Provider, they will be able to report the training for all officers
completing the training. This includes the contract training provider ‘hosting’ or
‘sponsoring’ the instruction of the course.

An officer completes ALERRT Level 1 through a department, not one of our contract
training providers.

How is the training reported? The department will report training for their officers
only. If there are any attending officers from outside departments, they should be
explicitly instructed to take their certificate back to their department for reporting
purposes. The course should be reported in accordance with guidelines under
TCOLE Rule 218.1(b).

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SPECIALTY LICENSE PLATES

Embossed Specialty License Plates

Senate Bill 702, 88th Legislature, Regular Session, 2023, authorized the state’s
specialty license plate vendor to produce, market and sell embossed license
plates.

Beginning the week of September 23, 2024, premium embossed specialty license
plates purchased by customers will be distributed to their local county tax
assessor-collector office for assignment to vehicles, and subsequently will be
seen on vehicles operating on Texas roads.

The new premium embossed specialty license plates will contain a raised “Texas”
jurisdiction and alphanumeric character pattern. Patterns can be personalized.
Additionally, motor vehicle records will be updated with the appropriate plate
type description, which is viewable in the Texas Law Enforcement
Telecommunications System indicating when a vehicle is equipped with an
embossed specialty license plate.

plates are shown below. Additional embossed plate designs will be seen as they
are approved and implemented.
