Officers work 2184 hours annually, additionally officers earn certificate pay, and overtime. Pay

step is based upon officers’ commission date annually. If you are a recruit, you will top out in 5

years. Our step plan will be adjusted as the city continues to grow. Certified officers’ pay is

based upon experience.
